1 Clove minced garlic                        3 Tbls fresh basil chopped 

1 Tbls Balsamic vinegar                    1 Loaf Italian bread sliced 

 

     Dice tomatoes, cucumber and onion in small cubes.  Combine with garlic, 

olive oil, Balsamic vinegar, basil, salt &pepper.  Toast bread (both sides) on 

cookie sheet in oven.  Serve mixture on toasted bread.
